Based on retrospective analysis performed by researchers at UCLA, bevacizumab (Avastin, Genentech Ir
in combination with chemotherapy may be a more elective treatment for recurrent glioblastoma multiforme
(GBM, grade 4 brain tumor) compared to historical controls, but not in randomized trials.

Patients with recurrent GBM have a poor prognosis of 3 to 6 months survival. In clinical studies, bevaci-
zumab has been shown to improve prognosis in cancer. Bevacizumab is a monoclonal antibody that wor
by binding to the vascular endothelial growth factor (VEGF) protein, inhibiting angiogenesis. VEGF medi-
ates tumor growth and with bevacizumab the process is impeded.

Institutional data on brain cancer patient outcomes from UCLA were utilized in this analysis. Dr. Leia Ng-
hiemphu, et.al., identi®ed 44 patients vethirrent GBM wheoeceived bevacizumab and 79 patients who

had not received bevacizumab treatment (control group). "ey compared progression free survival (PFS)
and overall survival (OS) between the two groups,
and also compared bevacizumab's elect on per-
formance status. "ere is a statistically signi®cant
improvement in PFS in the patient group treateq
with bevacizumab, but only a trend toward better
survival. "e bevacizumab group maintained an
average time to progression of 18.2 weeks versys
the control group's 7.8 weeks. Patients treated With
bevacizumab also maintained their functional stgtus
longer. Patients who were 50 years old or over and
have a poor performance status have a better PFS -
when treated with bevacizumab over those who pare
not. Older patients also have a better overall suryival_
over those in the control group. "is may re ect bio-
logical di'erences in GBM in dilerent age groups

Although this retrospective analysis shows that Qe-
vacizumab can be an elective treatment in patiets
with GBM, futher investigation in randomized prg—-—=
spective studies is needed to determine its electlan
survival and compare biological correlates.
